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(d): Constant attendant allowance at a uniform rate is granted to a medically invalided out
service personnel in addition to disability pension for 100% disablement. Constant Attendant
Allowance is allowed, if in the opinion of the Invaliding Medical Board, disabled pensioner
needs the services of a constant attendant for at least a period of 03 months. The allowance is
over and above the disability pension consisting of Service Element and Disability Element.
The rate of Constant Attendant Allowance has been revised from time to time on the
recommendations of the various Pay Commissions.
