2021 for the pensioners to submit a Life Certificate. From 1% October to 6™ December 2022,
total 2,99,026 Life Certificate have been generated by using Face Authentication for Central
Government pensioners in comparison to 72,338 in previous year.

All Central Government pensioners are required to submit life certificate.

Yes Sir. India Post and Payment Bank (IPPB) provide doorstep service for submission of

IPPB is utilizing its national network of more
than 1,36,000 access points in Post Offices and more than 1,89,000 Postmen & Gramin Dak
Sevaks with smart phones and biometric devices to provide Doorstep Banking Services.
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
