(a) to (f): Appointment of Judges of the Supreme Court and High Courts is made under Articles

124, 217 and 224 of the Constitution of India, which do not provide reservation for any caste or

class of persons. A statement showing total number of judges appointed each year in the

Supreme Court and High Courts since 2018 may be seen at Annexure-I.
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However, the available information regarding the category/caste of High Court Judges,
which is indicated by the recommendee at the time of their recommendation for appointment as

High Court Judge by the High Court Collegium (HCC), has been compiled and its breakup is

produced below:-

The Government remains committed to social diversity in the appointment of Judges in
the Higher Judiciary and has been requesting the Chief Justices of High Courts that while
sending proposals for appointment of Judges, due consideration be given to suitable candidates
belonging to Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes, Other Backward Classes, Minorities and

Women to ensure social diversity in appointment of Judges in High Courts.

Under Article 235 of the Constitution of India, the administrative control over the
members of district and subordinate judiciary in the States vest with the concerned High Court.
Further, in exercise of powers conferred under proviso to Article 309 read with Articles 233 and
234 of the Constitution, the respective State Government, in consultation with the High Court,
frames the Rules and Regulations regarding the issues of appointment, promotion, reservations,
etc. of Judicial Officers in the State Judicial Service. Hence, in so far as recruitment of judicial
officers in the States is concerned, respective High Courts do it in certain States, whereas the
High Courts do it in consultation with the State Public Service Commissions in other States.

Central Government has no direct role in the matter.

The information related to religious-minorities is not centrally maintained. However, the
current position of working strength of SC/ST/OBC and women judges, cadre-wise in District

and Subordinate Courts as on 30.01.2023 is at Annexure-I1.
